Ms. DiLego 	COMMITTEE

opened the School Committee meeting at 7:35 p.m.  

Mr. Boudreau reported that there are 3 letters of 

interest for filling the 1-year term vacated by 

Mr. Cohen.  Tim Sorrell, Sheila Hebert and Peter 

Boehringer have written letters of interest in the 

position. Mr. Boudreau explained that Mr. Sorrell 

is also a police officer and a few years ago the 

Select Board decided that there would be several 

positions in town that would not be designated 

special municipal employees and the school 

committee is one of them.  At this time the 

selectmen would have to decide to change this 
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ruling.  Mr. Prendergast has spoken with Town 	SCHOOL

Counsel and the negotiator for the town and they 	COMMITTEE

both indicated that there would be no conflict of 

interest if he wrote a letter explaining that his 

wife is an employee at the school; but he stated 

that he would not vote unless there was a tie.  

Ms. Dilego stated that she and Ms. Michalak have 

not had a chance to meet before tonight to discuss 

the candidates.  Beth Nicols voice a concern about 

Sheila Hebert being appointed because she has just 

been voted out.   Charles Oranellos he feels that 

all 3 candidates are outstanding but he feels that 

Peter Boehringer is the best candidate.  Barb Hassan 

spoke on behalf of Sheila Hebert she also feels that 

the school committee should not be special municipal 

employees.  Barb Hassan feels that Sheila Hebert has 

been attending meetings and would give continuity to 

the current negotiations.  Mr. Szczepaniak said that 

he has received several calls in support of Ms. Hebert.  

Mr. Tinkham recommended that the School Committee be 

changed from a 3 to 5 member board. Tim O’Brien also 

supported the appointment of Sheila Hebert. Mr. Goerlach 

also feels that Sheila Hebert would be a good fit at 

this time.  Ms. DiLego said that she has had to call 

on Ms. Heber and Mr. Hickey to ask questions already 

and would like to continue the relationship.  Marion 

Gennette also feels that it is not a good idea to 

appoint Ms. Hebert.  Mr. Boudreau also recommended 

Sheila Hebert and stated that the overriding issue 

is continuity. Motion made to appoint Sheila Hebert, 

made by Mr. Szczepaniak, seconded by Mr. Goerlach. 

Unanimously voted. Ms. DiLego, yes and Ms. Michalak 

opposed.



William Ballen, Superintendent and Ms. DiLego 	SCHOOL

explained that they have received only 1 bid for 	LAWN

lawn mowing at the school in the amount of $330 	MOWING

for each time the lawn is mowed, it was $160 last 

year.  Mr. Prendergast said that there is going to 

be a new highway laborer hired.  Mr. Goerlach asked 

if the school could pick up some of the cost.  

Mr. Boudreau said that sometime ago Mr. Decelles 

said that he would be happy to bring the lawn mower 

to the school and let one of the custodians do the 

work.  Mr. Ballen feels that the school can 

reimburse the Highway Department for the service.
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Mr. Boudreau said that the Board has a question 	SPED

about the SPED Director.  Mr. Ballen said that 	DIRECTOR

SPED Director from Williamstown has left his 

position as SPED Director and has taken a position 

as  interim superintendent for another district.  

Mr. Ballen explained that Mr. Mays applied and has 

been recommended by Mrs. Ellis to be the new SPED 

Director of the new school union.

Mr. Szczepaniak said that the Town has to be careful 

not to open themselves up to a lawsuit if there is 

another person injured. Mr. Prendergast said that he 

would like to give them 1 more chance and the next 

time the dog is out he will be removed from Town.  

Mr. Goerlach agreed as long as the owner continues 

training and has the dog evaluated.  Mr. McClay 

asked that a time limit be set for payment of the 

fines. Ms. Pirzl said that the fines will be paid 

within 3 weeks.  Mr. Prendergast asked that Ms. Pirzl 

return in 3 weeks to report on the status of the 

training an evaluation.
