Mr. Boudreau reported that 


Glen Bean resigned as Assessor and as a member 


of the Mountain Greylock Council.  Mr. Prendergast 


said that he didn’t not understand Mr. Bean’s 


position because we could not do anything more 


until Mr. Kristensen came in to see the Board.  


Mr. Kristensen has paid the money back to the 


Town.   Mr. Wade said that he tried to get 


Mr. Bean and Mr. Kristensen together to resolve 


the issue.  The Board is not ready to accept 


Mr. Bean’s resignation.  The Board of Selectmen 


have no power over the Assessors office as it is 


an elected board and not under the jurisdiction 


of the Selectmen.  Mr. Wade said that the Assessors’ 


Office has to have 3 elected assessors. Mr. Boudreau 


explained that both boards (selectmen and assessors) 


have to work together to fill the vacancy until the 


next election.  Mr. Boudreau suggested hiring 


someone 2 or 3 days a week or periodically to cover 


the office. There would be money in the salary account.





Rich Wells, Manager of Lanesborough Country Inn 	MR.SHIRLEY


and Cabins stated that he was notified that the 


water was going to be turned off because there is 


a leak that Mr. Shirley has repaired.  


Mr. Prendergast said that there have been a lot of 


problems at the motel.  Mr. Wells and his wife 


live in the main house.  Mrs. Wells had to move out 


because of the mold problems.  Mr. Prendergast 


said that the Water Department gave them until the 


5th to fix the problem, but he has not complied. 


Mr. Wells said that Mr. Haupt has issued certificates 


of occupancy now but there have been people staying 


in the cabins before.  The Health Department has not 


responded because the health agent has retired.  


Mr. Boudreau will call Charlie Konecki tomorrow.  


Mr. Goerlach said that if Mr. Shirley does not
