Mr. Prendergast discussed agreement 


with Chief Bashara to reduce insurance budget by 


approximately $4,000, which would be turned back 


to the Town at the end of the fiscal year and 


agreeing to keep daytime staffing to no more than 


2 people unless there is an emergency.  


Mr. Szczepaniak said that he has concerns that 


there are 2 cruisers out, not 2 officers in 1 


cruiser. He is also concerned about mileage limits.  


Officers need to be out on the road checking doors 


and not stuck in the office.  Chief Bashara stated 


that he agrees but states he is also trying to be 


fiscally responsible and he wants the Selectmen to 


be understanding about vehicle use.  Motion made 


by Mr. Prendergast to approve the hiring of 2 


officers full-time (Ben Garner and Jason Costa), 


seconded by Mr. Szczepaniak.  Two Selectmen in favor 


of hiring 2 full-time police officers. Mr. Goerlach 


voted against.  Motion made by Mr. Prendergast to 


hire 1 part-time officer (Jacob Brown), seconded by 


Mr. Szczepaniak. Unanimously voted.
