Mr. Boudreau said that he just heard from Mr. Smith 


who said he did not receive a copy signed by the 


Board and is ready to start the work on Pontoosuc 


Lake.  The Board signed the contract tonight.

Mr. Boudreau stated that he would attend the meeting.





Mr. Boudreau reported that he received a letter 	BERKSHIRE


from DEP last week regarding Berkshire Spring.  	SPRING


Mr. Prendergast recused himself from the meeting.  


Mr. Boudreau read the letter, which stated in part 


that the Town has until May 27, 2009 to have 


individual dis-infection systems installed or to 


submit a proposal to connect the homes served 


directly from the Spring.  The installation of the 
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UV systems must be installed by July 27, 2009.  	BERKSHIRE


Mr. Goerlach said that the town does not have any 	SPRING


means to fix the individual systems.  Mr. Boudreau 	CONT’D


said that we can send a letter to the members of 


the Berkshire Spring Association and the individual 


homes served directly from the Spring advising them 


of the content of the letter.  No solution to this 


problem can be accomplished in the time frame 


allowed by DEP.  Mr. Szczepaniak said that the 


people using the Spring will have to connect by the 


date specified or put in individual UV systems.  


The Board asked that Mr. Boudreau send a letter to 


all affected homeowners advising of the latest 


directive from DEP and state that they have by 


July 1st to have the UV systems in place.





Mr. Boudreau said that he got bids to do the 	ADA RAMP


engineering for the ADA ramp from Guntlow & 	TOWN HALL


Associates and White Engineering.  Mr. Boudreau 


said that he had not spoken with White Engineering 


as yet to go over the specifics.  Mr. Goerlach 


suggested meeting with White Engineering before 


accepting either bid.  The Board went outside to 


check out the problems with the ramp.





Mr. Boudreau reported that he has a Chapter 90 	OLD STATE

drainage improvements on Old State Road. Guntlow 


and Associates have the bid for $9,700.  


Mr. Goerlach asked that Mr. Decelles to get a 


couple more prices.





Mr. Boudreau reported that the legislature voted 	STATE AID


to increase the state sales tax and 1/2 is slated 


to restore some of the state aid.  There will be 


an estimated $48,780 in additional money is slated 


to come to Lanesborough.
