Deb Decelles, Chief Charlie Durfee, and Bruce Durwin 	AMBULANCE


regarding ambulance coverage.  Also present were mall 


representatives Joe Scelsi and Mark Seigors.  


Mr. Prendergast explained the problems that are about 


to arise because AMR is going out of business.  


Mr. Prendergast explained that the Town is trying 


to figure out how to provide ambulance service in 


Town during the day during the week.  There is 


currently coverage at night and on the weekend. The 


biggest problem is having EMT coverage is during the 


day during the week.  Ms. Decelles said that the 


Ambulance Enterprise Fund currently has about 


$174,000 in it.  Ms. Decelles said that the fund was 


created so that they could replace the ambulance. 


Mr. Durwin said that for FY07 they netted $52,000 


for EMT calls.  Mr. Durwin said that we are in the 


7th year of this ambulance. Mr. Durwin said that the 


Ambulance Enterprise Fund could cover the cost for 


1 month.  The Board estimated that it would cost the 


town about $30,000 for 6 months of daytime coverage.  


The Board will be making a request to the state for 


a waiver so that fewer than 2 EMT’s can be on call.  


Ms. Decelles feels that they should have a sign up 


sheets for coverage for at least 3 months.
