Berkshire Spring.   Mr. Boudreau reported that there 


has been an administrative consent order placed on 


the Town.  Mr. Boudreau presented the Board with a 


draft of an agreement between the Town and DEP.  


The Town has been given an extension to complete 


the necessary work on the spring.  Mr. Boudreau 


recommended that the Board shut the roadside tap at 


the spring down until the bacteria count has been 


brought down.  Motion made by Mr. Szczepaniak to 


temporarily remove the roadside tap to Berkshire 


Spring, seconded by Mr. Goerlach. Unanimously voted.  


The Board agreed that the November 15th time line is 


impossible.  They authorized Mr. Boudreau to ask for 


an extension to May 15, 2009.  Mr. Boudreau drafted 


a letter to be sent to the 5 homeowners still not 


members of the Berkshire Spring giving them notice 


of the status of the spring and invite them to meet 


with the selectmen on the 20th.





Mr. Boudreau stated that there is another veteran 


who will be collecting benefits.  Mr. Boudreau 


reported that he asked for a reserve fund transfer 


to take care of these benefits for a couple of months.  


He is thinking the second week of January.
