Mr. Boudreau passed out a revised copy of the warrant 


which he went over with the Board and the Finance 


Committee. Mr. Boudreau explained that the article 


for the boilers in town hall will have to be redone 


as the original quote was for $25,000, but this does 


not include “prevailing wage rate”. So there is an 


additional $5,000 to be added to the warrant article. 


The Finance Committee approved the change.   There is 


a proposed new Article 21.  This article was on the 


warrant last year and the state legislature never 


acted on it. Dennis Guyer suggested bringing before 


the town again.  The Board does not believe it should


 be brought again without a new petition.  Mrs. Brower 


said that if it is stuck in committee then Rep. Guyer 


should be pushing it.





Mr. Boudreau presented the Board and the Finance 	CHAPTER 70


Committee with the latest local aid estimates and 


assessments.  The good news is that Chapter 70 money 


has been listed at $740,946 and the House Ways and 


Means Committee boosted it by another $38,000.
