Mr. Decelles also said 


that he could go out to bid for plowing the Indian 


Streets, if Mr. Storie is going to be out through 


the winter.

Mr. Decelles also said 	ROAD


that Petricca did not bill for the extra work 


that was necessary. He is still waiting for Guntlow 


& Associates’ bill.

The 


Board would like an additional sign stating that 


there is a $50.00 fine.

Mr. Decelles said that there is still a problem 	NORTH MAIN


on the driveway on North Main Street.  The culvert 	STREET


is in but the driveway was paved incorrectly.  The 


Board said to stop and tell them that it should be 


fixed.
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Mr. Decelles spoke with the owner on Ocean Street.  	OCEAN


The gentleman will take the posts out of the ground 	STREET


on October 4th and will not be putting them back in 


until after he has a survey done.





The Board asked Mr. Decelles about paving Churchill 	CHURCHILL


Street. Mr. Decelles said that there are several 	STREET


culverts that need to be replaced before he spends 


$40,000 to pave Churchill Street.





Mr. Decelles asked about the sign on Old State 	OLD STATE


Road regarding the use of directionals.  The Board 	ROAD


suggested “Use of Directionals Required at the 


Intersection”.





Mr. Prendergast asked about the guardrails on the 	PUTNAM 


Putnam Road Bridge.  Mr. Decelles said that they 	ROAD


fixed the north side he will look at the south side.  	BRIDGE


Mr. Boudreau said that Rep. Olver is trying to get 


funds for repairs.





Mr. Prendergast asked Mr. Seigors if there were 	PUTNAM


funds anywhere to help fix the Putnam Road culvert. 	ROAD


Mr. Seigors said because it is so large that it 	CULVERT


would be considered a bridge and the town should 


look into stimulus funds.





Mr. Szczepaniak asked Mr. Decelles about keeping 	GULF ROAD


Gulf Road open for the winter.  Mr. Decelles 


stated that he does not have the manpower to 


maintain the road during the winter.  Mr. Decelles 


also said that he did not know what Dalton will do 


but Pittsfield doesn't do anything about maintaining 


their section.





Mr. Tinkham presented the Board with a request to 	US7/SR8


impose a moratorium on the issuance of curb cut and 	CONNECTOR


road opening permits as they pertain to the US7/SR8 	ROAD


Connector Road until April 31, 2012 unless there is 


further request by the Baker Hill Road District to 


shorten or extend its effectiveness.  During this 


period the District will retain the services of a 


professional transportation engineering firm to 


objectively evaluate mobility, safety, and access 


issues.  The District will study these issues until 


it determines that the road has reached its expected 


full utilization. Mr. Szczepaniak asked how this 


would affect the curb cuts that have been already 
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issued. The moratorium will not prohibit the 	US7/SR8


construction of the driveway curb cut on the 	CONNECTOR


Connector Road the Baker Hill Road District has 	ROAD


granted to Peri Petricca pursuant to an Order of 	CONT’D


the Berkshire County Superior Court.  That Order 


conditioned the construction on obtaining an 


easement from the property owner directly abutting 


the Connector Road.  No curb cut can be constructed 


until that easement is recorded. Motion made by 


Mr. Prendergast to call a moratorium on the 


issuance of curb cut and road opening permits as 


they pertain to the US7/SR8 Connector Road until 


April 1, 2012 unless there is a further request 


by the Baker Hill Road District to shorten or 


extend its effectiveness, seconded by Mr. Szczepaniak. 


Mr. Szczepaniak, no; Mr. Prendergast, yes; 


Mr. Goerlach, yes.  





Motion made by Mr. Prendergast to adjourn, 	MEETING seconded by Mr. Szczepaniak. Unanimously voted.  	ADJOURNED
