Commission.   Ms. Elfenbein asked that the tie in be 


checked against the storm water plan.  The Board would 


like a signed agreement before any work is done.

Mr. Boudreau said that he 


has always wanted to have a building and grounds 


person to handle all the repairs for all the town 


buildings and do the mowing and possibly plowing in 


the winter.  Mr. Goerlach stated that the town needs 


to have a stopgap plan in place for at least the month 


of January.  Chief Durfee said that he will get the 


figures together and come in on Monday, November 19, 


2007. Mr. Prendergast asked Mr. Boudreau to contact 


Dennis Guyer tomorrow and ask him to push for a waiver 


for the Town of Lanesborough.
