Mr. Boudreau said that the cleanest way to handle 


this is that Mr. Tristany donates the dock to the 


town. Mr. Tristany said that he would be happy to 


do this and take care of the maintenance. 


Mr. Boudreau also explained that there will need 


to be a warrant article accepting the donation. 


This will make it a public dock.  Mr. Tristany 


does not care how many people use the dock as long 


as he can dock his boat. Mr. Prendergast asked 


Mr. Boudreau to write a letter giving Mr. Tristany 


permission for access to the dock across town land.

Administrator's Report





Mr. Boudreau presented the Board with a preliminary 	WARRANT


warrant for the town meeting.  Mr. Boudreau added 


a ballot question 5 for the possible 2 1/2 override.  


Article 5 to cut assessor salaries to a $1,000 


stipend and then hire a professional assessor.  Mr. 


Boudreau said that we do not need a warrant article 


to change the salaries. Mr. Boudreau said that he 


will speak to the Finance Committee about not 


recommending any raises. Article 6 is needed to use 


free cash to cover the Voc Ed deficit.  Article 7 


is to cover a deficit in group health insurance, 


there is money left in school health insurance account 


that can be transferred.  Article 8 is to impose the 


6% room occupancy tax. Article 9 is for the unemployment 


trust fund which has about $37,000 in it now.  If we 


are to layoff any employees there will be a need to 


add more money, but laying off will save the Town 


$95,000. We will probably need to put more money in 


this trust fund. The Board wants to leave the amount 


out until town meeting.  Article 11 is regarding the 


need for a right of way through Laston Field for 


Virginia Macht.  Article 12 is to authorize the Board 


of Selectmen to enter into a lease agreement with the 


Fire Department. Article 13 Aimee Thayer requesting 


this article to authorize the Board to act on behalf 


of the Town to support broad band. The Board said that 


it is not necessary to have an article.  Mr. Boudreau 


will contact Aimee Thayer to let her know that we are 


not going to add it.  Article 14 is to transfer 


approximately $7,500 from access ramp to town hall 


expenses.  Article 15 is a transfer from Baker Hill 


Road District STRAP grant to the Town Roads Account.
