Mr. Decelles also presented the 


Board with a list of Chapter 90 projects that he has 


slated for this year. Mr. Goerlach asked about the 


design for the catch basins on Old State Road.  Mr. 


Decelles stated that every time we go through Storm 


Water Management Earthtech asks for what plans are on 


file for work that has been completed and he would 


rather have an engineer’s plan on file.  Mr. 


Decelles stated that there are catch basins that 


have to be done on Ocean Street, Old Cheshire 


Road, Scott Road and Meadow Lane (2 catch basins).   


Mr. Goerlach reminded Mr. Decelles that he will 


also need to replace one on Sunrise Street.





Motion made by Mr. Szczepaniak to accept the bid 	OLD STATE


made by Berkshire Engineering in the amount of 	ROAD


$5,400 for the design work for Old State Road, 


seconded by Mr. Prendergast. Unanimously voted.





Mr. Decelles reported that 600 feet of guardrails	GUARDRAILS


east from Sunrise Street toward Route 7 will be 


replaced this year.





Mr. Decelles said that he finished all his reports	MEMA


into MEMA, which total $83,041.14.  These funds 


will cover the cost of sand and salt ($16,269.32 


to be put back into his “winter roads” budget), the 


removal of 1157 cubic yards of debris ($17,530.01) 


and road repairs ($24,158.81) and there will be 


$25,083 for the Tree Warden’s share of the clean up.
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Mr. Szczepaniak asked if Bannish Lumber had 	TEMPORARY


provided the town with a letter stating that 	HEAVY


they would be traveling through Dalton and would 	EQUIPMENT


repair any damage caused by their trucks.  They 


had not as of the date of this meeting sent the 


letter requested.  Mr. Szczepaniak said that he 


would call them again.

Mr. Boudreau said that he spoke with the 


tax collector and she said that all the bills that 


she sends out come back "addressee unknown".

Mr. Goerlach said that it should be the same every 


year, so that the men will always know when the 


shutdown is.  Mr. Prendergast suggested having the 


men in at the June 18th meeting to discuss this.  


Mr. Szczepaniak suggested that the Board eliminate 


the shut down and mandate the 4-day week. 


Mr. Decelles suggested the last full week of June 


2010 for the next shut down.  This would give the 


crew enough time to plan.





Mr. Boudreau asked if the Board wants to put 	CHURCHILL


the Churchill Street project out to bid.  The 	STREET


Board decided to go ahead.
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Mr. Decelles asked about the reimbursement of 	FIRE CHIEF


Charles Durfee's time off for his duties as 


Fire Chief. The Town Accountant told him to put 


credit the time under Mr. Durfee’s vacation.





Mr. Decelles said that he has checked out 	CURB CUT


Mr. Filiault's driveway, because he has requested 


the return of the $300 deposit.  Mr. Decelles is 


asking for the Board to decide about returning 


the deposit because the driveway has a 15% grade.  


Mr. Filiault put in the swales and culverts as 


stipulated and the driveway is completely paved.  


Mr. Decelles said that it seems to be working ok 


but he did not comply with what was stipulated 


in the curb cut letter. The Board wants a letter


sent stating that he will not receive his bond 


fee because he did not follow the stipulations.
