The cease and desist order remains in place.  


Mr. Beaudoin has been ordered to pay the town's 


attorney's fees and he must hire an expert to test 


the decibel levels.  The study has to be done under 


the supervision of the Board of Health.  Mr. Boudreau 


believes that the cost will probably be somewhere in 


the neighborhood of $10,000. The Town is awaiting the 


Judge’s decision in writing regarding the court action 


against Mr. Beaudoin.
