7:00 Public Comment

Mr. Dick Miner reported that the Superior Street 
SUPERIOR

sign was again taken down and was missing and 
STREET

asked the Board to do something about Mr. Desmarais  

who he alleged keeps taking the sign down. 

Mr. Goerlach said other signs in Town had been 

vandalized and that Mr. Desmarais might not be 

involved this time. Mr. Boudreau reminded Mr. Miner 

that Superior Street is not a public street and 

that issues relating to access to it must be handled 

by residents through civil action.

 Maria Boutiette of 775 North Main Street said 
MOTORCYCLE
that because of the loud noise from the motorcycles 
RACING

racing on the Beaudoin property she is no longer 

able to eat outside or open her windows and is 

ready to sell her property. Others in the area are 

also very upset by the racket and are considering 

moving. Cars and trailers go up and down the dirt 

road all weekend and silt from the property is 

washing into the brook. She asked what can be done 

about this. Chief Bashara has said that according 

to the law, charges of disturbing the peace can only 

apply to loud noises between 10 p.m. and 7 a.m. There 

apparently is no zoning infraction. The Town does not 

have a noise ordinance but one could be adopted. The 

Board advised Ms. Boutiette to continue to report the 

noise to the police for the record and to ask other 

residents to do the same. The Board will invite 

Mr. Beaudoin to a meeting to discuss the matter.

Administrator’s report

Mr. Boudreau reported that a snag has developed 
PUTNAM 

in going for a grant to pay for repairs to the 
ROAD 

bridge. BCRPC wants up to $6500 to prepare a 
BRIDGE
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hazardous mitigation plan which is required 
PUTNAM

before the town can apply for the funds. The 
ROAD

Board asked him to see if there is a way to get 
BRIDGE

it done for less by doing some of the work 

ourselves.

The Town received a copy of a notice of project 
GREYLOCK

change filed by Maxymillian for the construction 
ROAD

of a temporary batch plant off Rockwell Road 
PROJECT

that would be used to reclaim asphalt.

Minutes for August 9, 2007 approved. Mr. Prendergast 
ACCEPTED

abstained as he was absent.

Discussion about planning for the visitors from 
“SISTER 

Ireland continued. Mr. Prendergast suggested 
CITY”

arranging a gathering at the Olde Forge. Also

suggested holding an event at the Fire Station. 

Ms. Elfenbein will write something to put in The 

Eagle to see if residents have any interest in 

helping to plan activities. Mr. Prendergast will 

find out about getting Sister City signs.

Mr. Goerlach asked what the outcome was of 
JUNK CARS

contacting the owner of the junk car on Silver 

Street. Mr. Boudreau said he will check.

Mr. Goerlach asked why MEPA was harassing 
KELLY

Mr. Kelly. Mr. Boudreau said Mr. Kelly had 
PROPERTY

multiple wetlands and other environmental 

violations and was under orders to repair 

the land by the Department of Environmental 

Protection.

Mr. Goerlach asked if the residents of 
GREYLOCK

Greylock Estates had a fund that they might 
ESTATES 

use to help cover the costs of fixing their 
ROAD

road.

Discussion continued on maintaining unaccepted 
UNACCEPTED
streets. Mr. Goerlach made a motion to have rocks 
STREETS

removed from the opening of Superior Street. 

Mr. Prendergast said he would like time to view 
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the street before acting on the motion.

Ms. Elfenbein said she wouldn’t second it. 
STREETS

Mr. Boudreau said the town once had a street 

accepted by special legislation. He said he would 

look into that.
 
Mr. Boudreau reported that Gary Brackett had

Another appointment was made for 

August 27.
