Motion made by Mr. Goerlach 


to amend the approval of the detour route contingent 


upon the following: a) a community liaison with 


authority to address safety issues during the 


approved period of the detour, and to hold a 


community meeting prior to commencement of 


construction; b) address the sight line safety 


hazard at the intersection of Summer Street and 


Partridge Road by including a stop sign(s) as 


necessary; c) provide a police detail at the 


intersection of the elementary school driveway and 


Summer Street during morning and afternoon opening 


and end of day use of the school driveway; d) 


conduct a traffic survey to assess actual traffic 


usage of the detour route; e) provide a contract 


specification on safety enhancements for the detour 


route requiring a meeting with the field engineer, 


contractor and town to implement at least one of 


three alternatives, culvert replacement on Old State 


Road, resurfacing a portion of Partridge Road, or 


erection of a temporary traffic signal at the 


intersection of Route 7 and Summer Street; f) make 


access from temporary rebuilt access road off 
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Partridge Road onto Partridge Road a right turn 	MALL ROAD


only; g) intersection improvements to accommodate 	CONT’D


right hand turns of trucks onto Partridge Road 


from Summer Street, and h) evaluate impacts to 


surrounding roadways following termination of  �the detour plan, seconded by Ms. Elfenbein.
