Mr. Boudreau reported that the Senate "Ways and 


Means" Committee just passed their budget for the 


state and it does not look good for this fiscal 


year or next.

Instead 


of replacing the cruiser that was totaled.  The 


Board suggested adding the language that the current 


4-wheel drive vehicle is to be traded in. Motion 


made by Mr. Szczepaniak to approve the addition of 


Article 9 with the new language, seconded by 


Mr. Prendergast.
