General Law which will allow the town to provide 


the Town the ability to levy assessments to meet 


the costs incurred in fixing the problems with 


the Berkshire Spring. The town cannot go forward 


with any applications until this is done.

Peter Gallant Town of Lanesborough's 	BRTA


representative to the Berkshire Regional Transit 


Authority.  Mr. Gallant said that he sits on the 


finance committee of the BRTA and they are 


currently trying to revamp the bus schedule 
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to save money.  Lanesborough is considered Route 5. 	BRTA


The BRTA is suggesting reduced runs. He suggested 	CONT’D


eliminated the 11:50 and 1:50 runs.  He would 


like to keep the early and late so that people 


using the bus to get to work can still do so.  


This would still save about $34,000 per year for 


the BRTA.  Mr. Gallant said that he will ask that 


the town's cost be reduced if the number of bus 


runs are reduced. The Board recommended that they 


keep the 7:25 am, 11:50 am and 5:30 pm runs. 


Mr. Gallant said that they are trying to eliminate 


Saturday runs as well. The board would like 3 


runs. The early morning and late afternoon and 


maybe 1 other during the day.

$5,000 in an escrow account to cover the cost.  


Town Counsel said that it would cost more than that.  


Mr. Boudreau said that he has instructed Chief 


Bashara to notify him immediately if there are any 


complaints about riding.
