Mr. Boudreau 	BY-LAWS


explained that the Town received a Technical 


Assistance Grant from the State to cover the cost 


of this review.  Mr. Boudreau presented the Board 


with a copy of their recommendations.  The committee 


has disbanded and they have turned over the 


recommendations to the Planning Board to act on 


them.  Mr. Friend gave an overview of the committees 


work.  Mr. Prendergast asked that the Planning Board 


consider putting language in the zoning by laws 


regarding the installation of fences.





Residents of Berkshire regarding the spring.  	BERKSHIRE


Mr. Boudreau explained the situation of the water 	SPRING


quality at the spring and that the Town is required 


to monitor on a regular basis. Mr. Boudreau explained 


that DEP did a sanitary survey to help the town figure 


out what is going on and give recommendation to clean 


the spring; but in the process they realized that 


there are more houses connected to the spring that are 


not in the Coop. Under DEP regulations any system that 


has more than 12 bedrooms hooked up becomes a 
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community public water supply system which means 	BERKSHIRE


additional testing. DEP required Berkshire Coop 	SPRING


to install a disinfecting system. DEP and the 	CONT’D


Town believe that the residents of Hollow Road 


tie into the Berkshire Coop and then they will 


have protection under the disinfecting system.  


Mr. Barnes indicated that each home could install 


a UV light for about $800.00. Mr. Boudreau said 


that the Town has been issued an Administrative 


Consent Order by DEP. the town has to take care 


of the problem by November 15, 2008.  The Town 


said that it can be worked out in couple of months. 


The Town has requested May 15 but it has been 


rejected. Mr. Barnes said that he has chlorinated 


the springhouse in the past and is willing to do 


it again.  Mr. DiLego said that the Coop has no 


problem having the additional houses hooked up. 


Mr. Goerlach stated that he will donate the 


equipment to run the line to connect the Whalens’ 


house to the Berkshire Spring line that will reduce 


the number of bedrooms.
