Town Administrator's Report





Mr. Boudreau up dated the Board on state aid 	STATE AID


available to the town; $5,637 cut in chapter 70, 


$7,000 cut in state owned land pilot, net effect 


is that the town will be getting $8,400 cut in 


state aid over what was known at Town Meeting.  


At town meeting at the end we were $6100 under the 


levy limit and with these cuts we are $1,700 over 


the levy limit.  Mr. Boudreau said that there was 


some over budgeting so there is $24,000 from the 


Berkshire County Retirement plan the levy limit 


would be about $17,000 in the black. So there is a 


new article to correct this. Matter.





Mr. Boudreau reported that Mt. Greylock voted to 	MT.GREYLOCK


re-certify their budget and therefore the town must 


have a special town meeting.  The town can reject 
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the budget again.  They can reduce the town budget 


by $60,000 or take money from stablization.





Mr. Boudreau said that he has e-mailed this warrant 	WARRANT


to the Police Chief, the schools and the Highway 


Superintendent.  Mr. Prendergast would like to explain 


at the beginning of the Special Town meeting that 


there is money in stablization.  Mr. Goerlach said 


that we should offer 1/2 of the amount asked for.  Mr. 


Boudreau said that he has asked for discussion with 


Mt. Greylock and they have not been forthcoming to 


discuss anything.  Mr. Goerlach would like a formal 


request made to Mt. Greylock to cut something from 


their budget.  There may be money available in veterans' benefits.  Article 9 removed from warrant.





There was discussion about adding the Council on 	COA


Aging requesting a stipend for an outreach person.  


Mr. Prendergast said that it doesn’t seem right to 


ask all other departments to cut and then add to 


the COA budget. Mr. Prendergast suggested cutting 


the amount in half to get the program started ($2,600).
