Motion made by Mr. Goerlach to 


approve the detour plan (Route 7, Summer Street to 


Partridge Road and Berkshire Mall Drive) with the 


stipulation that a liaison officer be appointed, 


the ability to make adjustments accordingly as 


problems arise, that a police officer be on duty 


at the school entrance, periodic traffic surveys 


be taken, improvements to the intersections of 


Summer Street and Partridge Road and Summer Street


and Route 7 be implemented for safety reasons and 


to resurface Partridge Road when the job is done, 


seconded by Ms. Elfenbein. Unanimously voted.

Mr. Prendergast stated that he has no 


problem with Mr. Beaudoin’s children using the track 


but once this opened up for motor cross for the public 


there is no way this problem is going to be settled.
