Meeting called to order by Mr. Prendergast at 6:10.

Motion made by Mr. Goerlach to enter into executive session for the 
purpose of discussing litigation strategy. Second by Ms. Elfenbein. Mr.

Meeting reconvened at 7:30 Mr. Tinkham left the meeting.


Mr. Seigors said there was a possibility that Berkshire Mall Drive could 
be closed for seven months to allow for uninterrupted construction when 
that project is funded if Summer Street could be used as a detour. Mr. 
Seigors said MassHighway and the Governor are looking at road closings 
with detours for certain projects as a more efficient way to undertake 
construction. The mall road could be a model for this.  For that to 
happen, the truck ban on Summer Street would need to be lifted. Mr. 
Seigors said the Selectmen need to vote to temporarily lift the ban. He 
said there would be a public meeting on the detour plan fairly soon and 
he would appreciate action by the board as soon as possible. The board 
had many questions regarding the affect on local streets if the mall 
road was closed from March through September. Among concerns were the 
feasibility of large trucks crossing the culvert at Berkshire Pond, 
whether Swamp Road is closed to trucks now, damage to Summer Street, the 
need for police at the school to assist with traffic in the mornings and 
afternoons; and the increase in automobile traffic. No decision was 
made.  Mr. Scelsi and Mr. Seigors left the meeting at 7:55.

Motion by Mr. Goerlach to enter into executive session to discuss 
litigation. Second by Ms. Elfenbein. Mr. Goerlach, yes; Ms. Elfenbein, 
yes; Mr. Prendergast, yes.

Motion to adjourn by Ms. Elfenbein, second by Mr. Goerlach. Approved 
unanimously. Meeting adjourned at 8:18.
