Dog Hearing was opened by Mr. Boudreau by reading 	DOG


a letter from Animal Control Officer, Mike McClay 	HEARING


reporting an incident that occurred on Monday, 


March 8, 2010 when Rosemary Jette of 19 Profile 


Street was attacked by 2 dogs while trying to 


retrieve her mail.  Mr. McClay is asking that the 


Board approve the removal of 2 dogs: the 1st dog 


(Kodiak) owned by Christine Kucka of 125 Bull Hill 


Road and the 2nd dog (Zeus) owned by Heather Marshall 


of 9 Profile Street.  Mr. McClay stated that neither 


dog is licensed at this time. Mr. Boudreau swore in 


all those giving testimony.  Mrs. Jette explained 


that the dog Zeus bit her on the hand while she was 


trying to get her mail, she reported it to the police 


this was in December and she was attacked again in 


March.  Mrs. Marshall stated that she is having Zeus 


put down tomorrow, Friday. She apologized to Mrs. Jette. 


The Board gave Mrs. Marshall until March 24, 2010. 


Mr. McClay said that Mrs. Kucka’s dog is under a 


muzzle restraint order because of previous 


aggressive behavior. Mr. McClay said that all 3 of 


Mrs. Kucka's dogs are under Muzzle Restraint.  Mrs. 


Kucka insisted that she has done everything she can 


go keep her dog restrained.  The Board granted 


Mrs. Kucka 1 more chance to keep Kodiak restrained.  


If he gets loose again he will be removed from town.





Bill Decelles and Corey Bishop regarding a request 	CURB CUT


for a curb cut permit for 11 Stormview Road.  In 


response to the Board’s concern that Mr. Bishop had 


acted on the curb cut request before approval was 


granted, Mr. Bishop explained that the Conservation 


Commission told him to get trees cleared before 


the snow was melted that is why they had been on

the property.  The curb cut had not yet been put in.   


Motion made by Mr. Prendergast to approve the curb 


cut permit with stipulations as follows: contractor 


shall saw cut and patch the blacktop road when the 


work is complete, blacktop shall be installed 4” thick 


with a layer of base and a layer of top (2” each); 


Highway Superintendent shall be notified when the work 


is being performed; the driveway shall have a 6’ 


blacktop apron installed where it meets the road; it 


shall be installed so that it does not interfere with 


the water flow along the road edge; Contractor shall 


also be responsible for any damage to the existing 


culvert under where the driveway is to be installed, 


seconded by Mr. Szczepaniak. Unanimously voted.





Motion made by Mr. Prendergast to approve a road 	ROAD


opening permit for 11 Stormview Road with the 	OPENING


stipulation that if any problems arise from the 	PERMIT


trench repair the contractor shall be responsible 


for the repair for a period of 1 year, 


seconded by Mr. Szczepaniak. Unanimously voted. 





Mr. Boudreau explained that it was brought to 	FIRE CHIEF


his attention that there appears to be a problem 


with the way the fire officers expense account is 


being used.  The Fire Chief is receiving a full pay 


check from the Highway Department and collecting from 


the account set up to reimburse him for his time at 


meetings for the Fire Department as well.  Mr. Durwin 


said that he feels if the Chief is entitled to be paid 


if he is taking vacation time to attend the meetings 


not sick time. Mr. Prendergast said that he would like 


to see that if the Chief takes vacation time he should 


get the same compensation for going to meetings for 


the Fire Department that he would make if he was 


working for the Highway Department.  The Board decided 


that it should stay the same until the annual town 


meeting.  The Board wants to do a new warrant article 


to correct the situation.





Joe Scelsi said that he met with Mr. Hartheimer 	TAXES


and has also done a lot of research and he feels 


that this new tax proposal of Mr. Hartheimer would 


hurt the town.  Mr. Goerlach feels that it should 


be put to special town meeting and if it gets voted 


out it is done.
