and sign.  Motion made by Mr. Walsh that the sale 

of the $4,690,000 Refunding Bonds of the Town dated 

April 1, 2007, to RBC Dain Rauscher Inc. at the 

price of $4,758,216.90 and accrued interest is 

hereby confirmed, seconded by Mr. Goerlach. 

Unanimously voted.  Motion made by Mr. Walsh to 

confirm the provisions of the Bond Purchase 

Agreement dated march 15, 2007 relating to the 

negotiated sale of the bonds to RBC Dain Rauscher 

Inc., seconded by Mr. Goerlach. Unanimously voted.  

Motion made by Mr. Walsh that the Bonds shall be 

secured by a financial guaranty insurance policy 

issued by Ambac Assurance Corporation, seconded by 

Mr. Goerlach. Unanimously voted.

Mr. Boudreau presented the Board with the contract

Mr. Boudreau reported that the Board needs to adjust
