Administrator's Report





Mr. Boudreau presented the Board with a draft 	BUDGET


of the proposed Town budget.  Mr. Boudreau said 	


that the House Ways and Means Committee came out 


with their budget but he has not had time to 


study it.   The draft budget calls for 9.9 Mil 


in expenditures. Mr. Boudreau has suggested about 


$30,000 in cuts, which have not been acted on as 


yet. This includes $250,000 that Mt. Greylock needs. 


The Voc Ed budget is increasing each year.  


Mr. Boudreau stated that he spoke with Al Terranova 


of the Finance Committee who reported that if all 


the students go to Taconic High School, which 


offers all the same courses as McCann except for 


nursing, instead of McCann it would cut this cost 


in half.  Mr. Boudreau said that he would like 


to use the remaining money in the ramp account, 


which amounts to approximately $10,000.  If the 


Board agrees he will write a warrant article for 


it.  Motion made by Mr. Prendergast to add an 


article to the warrant to return the remainder 


of the money in the ramp account to town hall 


expenses, seconded by Mr. Szczepaniak, Unanimously 


voted.
