Mr. Boudreau recommended 


taking this article off. The Board decided to eliminate 


this article.  Mr. Boudreau said that we do not need a 


warrant article to change the salaries. Mr. Boudreau 


also said that he will speak to the Finance Committee 


about not recommending any raises. Article 6 is needed 


to transfer free cash to cover the Voc Ed deficit.  


Article 7 is to cover a deficit in group health 


insurance, there is money left in school health 


insurance account that can be transferred.  Article 8 


to appropriate and transfer from the Insurance 


Reimbursement a sum of money to the Police Cruiser 


account so we can replace the totaled cruiser.  Road 


District STRAP grant to the Town Roads Account. Article 


24 transfer from free cash to the unemployment fund.   


Article 25 transfer from stablization to unemployment 


fund.
