Main Street feels that the Zoning By-laws of the Town 


speak to this issue and if there is no permit issued 


then the motor cross track is illegal. Mr. Demick also 


quoted restrictions listed in the Zoning book regarding 


erosion controls.  Mr. Boudreau said that he will bring 


the matter to the attention of the Building Inspector 


and that it will ultimately be his decision because the 


Building Inspector is charged with interpreting the 


by-laws.  Mr. Boudreau presented those present with 


copies of regulations from DEP.  Mr. Boudreau explained 


that DEP will get involved, but not until the Town has 


exhausted every avenue at their disposal.  Mr. Boudreau 


explained how a noise ordinance can be enacted, either 


by town meeting vote or by the Board of Health who would 


have to have a public hearing.  Mr. Boudreau reported 


that the Conservation Commission has hired a consultant 


and visited the site, they are waiting for a report. 


A complaint has also been filed with the Agricultural 
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Committee.   Mr. Boudreau will also check to see if 	NOISE

neighbors also stated that complaints have been made 


to the police and they have responded, but one officer 


is a neighbor and friend of Mr. Beaudoin and shows 


favoritism when he is the responding officer.  Mr. 


Beaudoin makes threats and the noise level is worse 


after complaints are made.  The neighbors said that 


Chief Bashara has been very helpful and the other 


officers responding to the complaints have been 


professional and explained exactly how much the police 


can and cannot do in this type of situation because 


the Town does not have a noise ordinance.
