James Torra of Spring Street outlined continuing 	SPRING


problems he is having with water run off. Mr. Torra 	STREET


indicated that there is silt run off from the 


Oparowski property. Mr. Torra also indicated that 


the water has built up around his septic system.  


John Hickey of the Conservation Commission stated 


that the brook has always been an intermittent stream.  


Mr. Torra indicated that the reason water is 


overflowing is due to silt coming off Bull Hill 


Road and Floyd Passardi has plugged up some of the 


lower area around the brook which has slowed the 


flow.  Mr. Goerlach said that Bill Decelles will 


be contacting John Hickey to find out what to do 


to clean out stream bed back to its original depth.  


Mr. Torra stated that along with re-swaling, the 


Oparowski property must be seeded to prevent 


future run off.





Tree Warden, Bill Girard regarding the monitoring 	TREE


of work for FEMA reimbursement money.  Mr. Girard 	WARDEN


expects to be there 2 days per week around 8 hours 


each day.  Mr. Girard expects that with truck, gas 


and labor he should get approximately $25.00 per 


hour.  The work is supposed to be completed by July 


but Mr. Girard filed for an extension.  Mr. Girard 


feels that they will need about 10 days to complete 


the work.  The Board asked Mr. Boudreau to look at 


the FEMA reimbursement to see what was in contract.  


The Board agreed to $25 - $30 per hour but will wait 


for FEMA numbers.  The Board also asked Mr. Girard 


about a tree on Rosenberg Road and 3 Maples on North 


Main Street near Wirtes property.
