Albert Hartheimer, Chairman of the Senior Center 	SENIOR


Building Committee reported that Mr. Newton 	CENTER


contacted all the abutters to the property and has 


received agreement from all in writing that the 


property line for this land is as stated in the 


survey.  Deb Decelles explained that there are 600 


seniors in town, approximately 1/3 of the town 


population and a survey of the seniors resulted in 


their interest in having a place to go.  The design 


would be done in stages.  The plan shows space for 


44 units for senior housing as well as a senior 


center and a new police station.





William Stevens explained the cost of the individual 	SENIOR


projects.  He gave the Selectmen a copy of Marshall 	CENTER


White’s estimate for the cost of the project. First 	COSTS


would be the senior center at a cost of $1,200,000 


which cost includes the road, building, septic system 


and utilities.  One unit for housing would be 


$2,000,000 and $6,800,000 for the last 3 units. 


Phase 5 would be a pool house at $725,000. The last 


phase is a new police station for $625,000.  Mr. 


Stevens also added another $500,000 for architectural 


fees; $50,000 for landscaping, $30,000 to furnish the 


building and $10,000 for general expenses.  So about 


$1,600,000 for the initial set up.  Personnel and 


maintenance cost. About 84 hours a week, $51,000 for 


salary for a full time COA Director. Another 


approximately $60,000 for assistants to the director 


so there will be coverage 24/7, plus utilities and 


other expenses so it would be approximately $180,000 


to $200,000 per year operating costs.
