Attorney Harris explained that they had a hearing 


with the Planning Board and the Conservation 


Commission, Board of Health and Building Inspector 


were all notified of the meeting. The Planning 


Board issued a Special Permit. Mr. Boudreau said 


that he spoke with Mark Volk at Forsight Land 


Services about the fact that any disturbance of 


over an acre of land would require a storm water 


permit. Motion made by Mr. Goerlach to approve 


the application for Used Car II License with the 


condition that they meet with the Board of Health, 


the Building Inspector and Conservation Commission 


for approvals, seconded by Mr. Prendergast. 


Unanimously voted.





Mr. Boudreau presented the board with the new 	WARRANT


proposed warrant for the annual town meeting.  


Regarding Article 42 the Finance Committee changed 


their usual “Free Cash to Reserve Fund” from 


$25,000 to $30,000; Article 22 the figure is $12,995 


for the ADA ramp at Town Hall.  The Finance Committee 


has recommended most of articles but not 4, 5 or 6, 


full time police officer; they also did not recommend 


the Fire Department officer’s salary or 12, 23,000 


for updating Mt. Greylock’s computers.  Mr. Goerlach 


asked if the $250 for membership in the Housatonic 


Valley Association is required.  Mr. Boudreau stated 


that there was a request that the Town become a member 


and it can be paid from Town Hall expense or 


Selectmen’s expenses. Motion made by Mr. Goerlach to 


remove Article 26 in the amount of $250 and pay it 


from Selectmen’s Expenses, seconded by Mr. Prendergast. Unanimously voted.  Mr. Prendergast questioned 10 


and 11.  He stated that he spoke with Mrs. Brower she 
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suggested having only one article. It was decided to 	WARRANT


switch the order of the articles.  Mr. Goerlach 	CONT’D


would like to eliminate Article 6. Motion made by 


Mr. Goerlach to remove Article 6 from the Warrant, 


seconded by Mr. Prendergast. Mr. Prendergast stated 


that he wished Ms. Elfenbein were here to discuss 


this issue. Unanimously voted. Mr. Prendergast asked 


to discuss Article 7 regarding the additional highway 


employee. He stated that we can offset the cost by 


eliminating part-time help in the summer and the 


outside plowing costs. Mr. Prendergast said that he 


has always supported Article 5 that is strictly 


salaries. Mr. Prendergast wants to have a secret 


vote.  Mr. Goerlach stated that after reviewing the 


drawing for the ADA ramp he feels there will be a 


need for a shallow catch basin.  Mr. Goerlach 


suggested adding $1,000 to the highway budget for 


the additional work and materials.
