responding to a fire near Rochester, New York.

The Board congratulated the Lanesborough Tigers 
FOOTBALL

Juniors Football league for winning the Berkshire 
TROPHIES

County Youth Football Trophy and also the Mount 

Greylock Mounties for winning the M.I.A.A. Football 

West Division III Championship for 2012 and the 

Berkshire County League Championship for the 

third year in a row.

All budgets have been received from Town Departments 
BUDGETS

except for the Schools.  Mr. Sieloff is continuing 

to work on the budget with the Town Accountant.

Mr. Sieloff recommended a joint meeting with the 
BUDGETS

Finance Committee to discuss the police, highway 

and fire budgets, which would be held on Monday, 

February 11, 2013.  Mr. Sieloff’s goal is to get 

the budget packets out in the next couple of weeks.

Motion 13-001 Motion made by Mr. Barton to increase

the mileage reimbursement to the Federal level of 


.565 cents per mile[#1], seconded by Mr. Prendergast. 

Unanimously voted.

Motion 13-002 Mr. Sieloff presented the Board with 
TOWN CLERK

a revised Town Clerk’s fee schedule. Mr. Sieloff 
FEES

stated that he would like to have the Board approve 

the list as a package.  Mr. Barton stated that there 

should be a minimum charge or it is not worth writing 

the permits.  The Board agreed to minimum charges of 

$5.00.  Motion made by Mr. Barton to approve the fee 

list as amended,[#2] seconded by Mr. Prendergast. 

Unanimously voted.
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Mr. Sieloff reported that he met with Mark Froio 
SEWER

of the Sewer Commission and was informed that there 

is a need to fill the 2 vacancies.  The Board agreed 

to search for candidates.

Motion 13-003 Finance Committee recommended that 
FINANCE

the Board appoint Christine Galib to the Finance

Committee. Motion made by Mr. Barton to appoint 

Christine Galib to the Finance Committee for a term 

ending June 18, 2013, seconded by Mr. Prendergast. 

Unanimously voted.

individuals have had performance reviews, 2 highway 
REVIEWS

and the assistant assessor.  Motion made by 

Mr. Barton to approve the revised Job Descriptions, 

seconded by Mr. Prendergast. Unanimously voted.  

Motion 13-005 Motion made by Mr. Barton to approve 

the performance reviews, seconded by Mr. Prendergast. 

Unanimously voted. Chair, John Goerlach will sign the 

performance reviews.

Motion 13-006 The Planning Board has recommended
SPECIAL

favorably that the proposal for a Zoning By-Law 
TOWN

change to allow an adventure park to be built on 
MEETING

Brodie Mountain Road be moved by the Board for 

approval and setting the date for a Special Town 

Meeting on February 12, 2013 at Town Hall.  After 

discussion, motion was made by Mr. Barton to set 

Tuesday, February 12, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. for a 

Special Town Meeting, seconded by Mr. Prendergast. 

Unanimously voted. Location to be decided at the 

January 28, 2013 Selectmen’s Meeting.

Mr. Sieloff indicated that Jack Hickey and Bob 
ALTERNATIVE
Ericson are proposing an alternative use for the 
ENERGY

Town owned property on Prospect Street—-for 

alternative energy.  Mr. Sieloff and Mr. Barton 

suggested that Mr. Hickey and Mr. Ericson and 

their committee come in to discuss.  Mr. Sieloff 

said that he would try to get them in for the 

January 28, 2013 meeting.

Motion 13-007 Chief Mark Bashara and Officer Tim 
BY-LAW

Sorrell spoke to the Board about the need for a 
PAWN

by-law for the Special Town Meeting relating to 
BROKERS

an ordinance regarding pawnshops and secondhand 

dealers.[#3] Motion made by Mr. Barton to add an 

Article to the Special Town Meeting for a by-law 
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ordinance regarding pawnshops and secondhand dealers, 
BY-LAW

seconded by Mr. Prendergast. Unanimously voted. Also 
CONT’D

discussed was a scrap by-law for a later date.

Additional discussion was held about of adding an 
DEMAND

Article relating to Demand Charges to the Special 
CHARGES

Town Meeting.[#4] Tabled to the next meeting.  

Concern was expressed about adding too many additions 

to the Special Town Meeting and concerns about 

philosophy of demand notices.

Discussion about Miner Road dedication.  Mr. Sieloff 
MINER ROAD

has not heard back from the State.  Also discussed 
BRIDGE

Veterans’ wall in Town Hall.

Mr. Barton discussed the Mt. Greylock High School 
EXPANDED

grant to study regionalization.  Mr. Barton 
SCHOOL

suggests that we might want to discuss an expanded
