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Town Administrator's Report:

Mr. Boudreau stated that the Beaudin matter is 
BEAUDIN

finally settled.  Mr. Boudreau read the judgment 
JUDGMENT

as follows: “After hearing on January 11, 2012 

the following Agreed Upon Order for Entry of 

Judgment and Permanent Injunction are to enter 

with respect to 918 North Main Street, Lanesborough. 

Judgment….in favor of the Town….enjoining the 

Defendant (Beaudin) from engaging in any 

motorcross activity at the property, shall 

hereby become a Permanent Injunction. This 

injunction shall remain in effect until and 

unless relief is granted by the court, upon 

motion of the defendant with notice to the 

Town. The $5,000 currently held by the Plaintiff 

shall be applied to the outstanding judgment, in 

full satisfaction of that judgment. 4. A new 

judgment shall enter in favor of the Plaintiff 

for additional damages in the amount of $5,000 

in full satisfaction of the Plaintiff’s monetary 

claims, including its claim for fines (sanctions 

for contempt) and attorney fees to date.” 

Mr. Goerlach asked how soon we can put a lien on 

the property.  Mr. Boudreau said that Mr. Beaudin 

will receive a judgment from the Court stating that 

he must pay $5,000 and there will be a time limit 

for paying it.  If he does not pay the town can put 

a lien on his property.
