The meeting was opened by Mr. Goerlach at 6:00 p.m.

Public Hearing:

Mr. Goerlach opened the hearing for the BHG, 
THE GARDEN

LLC dba The Garden Grill & Tavern Entertainment 
GRILL & 

License[#1].  Armando Charis, Manager of The 
TAVERN

Garden Grill & Tavern Entertainment located at 
ENTERTAINMENT
the Berkshire Mall asked for permission to have 
LICENSE

live music once each week.  Fire Chief Durfee 
reported that the last time there was entertainment 
the fire alarm went off and no one heard it above 
the noise.  Mr. Charis said that the DJ had used 
canned smoke, which set off the alarm.  Mr. Goerlach 
asked if he evacuated the premises.  Mr. Charis said 
he did not but he was told by a police officer that
it was not necessary. Mr. Ericson said that there 
should be no pyrotechnics or canned smoke during 
any entertainment.  Joseph Scelsi, Manager of the 
Mall said that he feels that it should be family 
oriented and be about food and not the serving of 
alcohol.  Mr. Goerlach stated that the Police Chief 
has requested that 2 police officers be present 
during the duration of the event at Mr. Charis’ 
expense. Mr. Ericson said that he does not see 
the need for 2 police officers there but they 
should patrol the area several times during the 
event.  Mr. Goerlach is not in favor of having 
entertainment. Mr. Scelsi said that he feels that 
he would defer to the Police Chief’s request and 
that an officer remain for at least 1/2 hour after 
the music stops.  Motion 14-020  Motion made by 
Mr. Sayers that we grant BHG, LLC dba The Garden 
Grill & Tavern an entertainment license from 10:00 
to 12:30 with one police officer until 1:00 a.m. 
and no pyrotechnics or canned smoke, seconded by 
Mr. Ericson. Unanimously voted.
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Request from Lorraine Tinger for use of the 
COMMUNITY

Community Room to have Yoga classes[#2]. Mr. Sayers 
ROOM

asked if the Town will be paid for this use because 
USE

it seems to be a business.  Mr. Goerlach suggested 
that if it grows over a certain number of people 
maybe there should be some charge.  Motion 14-021 
Motion made by Mr. Sayers to allow Lorraine Tinger 
to hold Yoga classes for up to 25 people at no 
charge until December 31, 2014 at which time she 
needs to reapply, seconded by Mr. Ericson. 
Unanimously voted.

Request for a curb cut on Summer Street received 
CURB CUT

from Timothy and Cheryl Tierney[#3]. Motion 14-022  
Motion made by Mr. Ericson to approve the curb cut 
with the stipulation that they install a 6’ 
blacktop apron, seconded by Mr. Sayers.

Michael McManmon of Bradley Farm requested 
BRADLEY

permission to have late afternoon family 
FARM

friendly concerts from 6 to 8 p.m.[#4].  There 
SUMMER

will be food served.  Mr. McManmon presented 
CONCERTS

the Board with a map of the parking plan. Mr. 
Ericson asked that Mr. McManmon place cones in 
the road to alert people of the possibility of 
cars parked on Route 7.  Motion 14-023  Motion 
made by Mr. Ericson to allow the entertainment 
permit at Bradley Farm contingent upon Mr. McManmon 
having a police officer present and there being 
enough bathroom facilities, seconded by Mr. Sayers.  
Mr. Sayers, yes; Mr. Ericson yes; Mr. Goerlach 
abstained.

William Stevens representing the Mt. Greylock 
MT.GREYLOCK

Building Committee requested an informational 
meeting sometime in March to explain the 
feasibility study that may be needed for the 
Mt. Greylock School.  Mr. Ericson suggested having 
the hearing at the Elementary School. Mr. Sieloff 
suggested March 12th or March 19th, 2014.

Mr. Sieloff explained that the Town has been 
LANDFILL

continuing the monitoring of the landfill.  The 
TESTING

testing results that came in today were very good.  
The cost for the latest tests ordered by the D.E.P. 
is going to be about $9,900.  Mr. Sieloff said that 
the only place to find the money is the Reserve Fund.  
Mr. Goerlach asked if the Town is in a position to 
fund the running of a water line out to that area. 
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Mr. Sieloff said that the USDA will loan the money 
LANDFILL

to the Town for a project like this at a very low 
CONT’D

interest rate with a 40 year pay back.

Mr. Sieloff said that he met with the Town 
WATER

Collector about putting the water district bills 
DISTRICT

out.  It would cost approximately $4,000 per year 
BILLING

and be easier for people to pay their bills.  
Motion 14-024   Motion made by Mr. Ericson to 
authorize Mr. Sieloff to send a letter to the 
Water District based upon the DPW Study, seconded 
by Mr. Sayers. Unanimously voted.

Mr. Sieloff announced that the Town is working 
DSL

with MASS BROADBAND to answer a survey about 
COVERAGE

DSL coverage in the Town[#5].
Mr. Sieloff said that the Highway Superintendent 
PUTNAM

put together the Chapter 90 Project Request for 
ROAD

the Putnam Road culvert replacement and the 
Professional Engineering Services Agreement with 
Stantec.  Motion 14-025  Motion made by Mr. Ericson 
to accept the Engineering Agreement[#6], seconded by 
Mr. Sayers.  Mr. Goerlach abstained. Motion 14-026 
Motion made by Mr. Ericson to accept the Chapter 90 
request[#7], seconded by Mr. Sayers. Mr. Goerlach 
abstained. Both motions passed 2-0.
Mr. Sieloff stated that the request for the 
PATRIOTS

approval of the Patriots Consulting Agreement[#8]. 
AGREEMENT

Motion 14-027 Motion made by Mr. Sayers to approve 
the Patriots Consulting Agreement, seconded by 
Mr. Ericson. Unanimously voted.

Mr. Sieloff reported that there was an article 
NEWSPAPER

in the Berkshire Eagle in which there were several 
ARTICLE

errors.  
Mr. Sieloff would like the Town to go forward 
EXTENDED

with the water line and he would put it on the 
WATER

Capital Plan.  Mr. Sayers feels that it should 
LINES

be extended to Potter Mountain Road as well.  
Mr. Sieloff stated that he is almost done with 
BUDGETS

the budget.  He would like to invite the heads 
of the big departments at the March 24, 2014 
meeting to discuss the budget.

Mr. Goerlach asked that we look into refurbishing 
HIGHWAY

seconded by Mr. Ericson. Unanimously voted.
