The 

discussion will be about solar energy installation 

permitting.  Mr. Kellogg, Mr. Haupt and 2 members of 

the Planning Board are attending.

Mr. Kellogg suggested that the Board come in 
WARRANT

early to look over the Warrant so that they can 

concentrate on the task.

Mr. Kellogg updated the Board about the health 
HEALTH

insurance. The Berkshire Health Group has accepted 
INSURANCE

the town provisionally and he met today with Russ 

Dupere and the Insurance Advisory Committee to 

discuss the Town’s proposal.

Mr. Kellogg said that he would like to have a 
APRIL 2

meeting with the board outside of a regular 
MEETING

Selectmen's meeting to discuss what the Board wants 

to achieve before going forward with collective 

bargaining.  The Board set a meeting for April 2 

at 6 to conduct a prep meeting with the Moderator, 

Planning Board, and a representative from Wired 

West for the Special Town Meeting to be followed 

by an executive session to discuss collective 

bargaining.
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Mr. Barton reported that Kacy Westwood resigned 
RESIGNATION
from the Pontoosuc Lake Roads Committee.  She 

stated in her resignation letter that she is still 

available to do research at the Registry of Deeds. 

Motion made by Mr. Barton to accept Kacy Westwood’s 

resignation, seconded by Mr. Prendergast. 

Unanimously voted.

Town Treasurer, Nancy Giardina sent a letter to

INSURANCE

the town has with abuses of the system.

Letter still has to be sent to MASSDot regarding 
MINER ROAD

the Miner Road detour.

Mr. Kellogg stated that he spoke with Town Counsel, 
EVANGELISTO
Gary Brackett, about Joseph Evangelisto. Attorney 

Brackett said that no response from Mr. Evangelisto 

means we are done.
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Mr. Kellogg stated that the letter from Chris 
RATHBUN

Bonnivier was forwarded to Officer Rathbun and 

also placed in his file.

Mr. Kellogg stated that he spoke with Mr. Decelles 
CLEAN UP

about the clean up day and the trucks will be 
DAY

available.

End Town Administrator's Report
Selectmen's items: Mr. Prendergast reported that he 
BERKSHIRE

had received a call from Maria Caccaviello of 
CAROUSEL

Berkshire Carousel asking for him to attend a 

meeting.  Mr. Prendergast was unable to attend and 

Ms. Caccaviello asked for a general letter of 

support from the town to present when needed. 

Mr. Kellogg suggested Mr. Prendergast draft it 

and e-mail it to him.  Mr. Goerlach and Mr. Barton 

both indicated that they are available during the day.

Mr. Kellogg said that he had advised Mr. Barton that 
TRYBUS

the responsibility for extending water lines to 
WELL

Mr. Trybus was the Water District. Mr. Goerlach 

reminded the Board that they told Mr. Trybus he could 

bring it to town meeting. Mr. Goerlach said that if 

DEP finds that the town landfill is the source of 

contamination of the Trybus well then it will become 

the town’s responsibility.  Mr. Kellogg suggested 

inviting Mr. Trybus to the April 23, 2012 meeting to 

discuss further.

Mr. Kellogg suggested appointing who ever has asked 
COMMITTEES

to be on either the Town Management Study Committee 

or the Town Services Study Committee on Monday, 

March 26, 2012.  Mr. Goerlach stated that he would 

like to be on both.  Mr. Barton suggested, Chris 

Dodig, Tim O'Brien. Mr. Kellogg suggested that each 

Board member e-mail him the names of people they would

like to serve and he will coordinate the lists. 

Mr. Goerlach stated that Bill Decelles should be on 

the Services Committee.  Mr. Prendergast suggested 

Charlie Durfee and Scott Stevens for the Services 

Committee as well.

Mr. Goerlach said that the culvert repair for 
NARRAGANSETT

Narragansett Avenue is on the MASSDot list for 2015.
