Mr. Barton, yes; Mr. Prendergast, 

yes; Mr. Goerlach, no.  Motion made by 

Mr. Prendergast that the board allow Mrs. Kucka to 

keep "Bella" with the following conditions: that the 

dog is still penned or on a lead, muzzled and has the 

electric collar, the batteries and the fence has to 

be kept in working order and there be no more reports 

that the dog is out and roaming the neighborhood and 

there are no more incidents and the applicable vet 

bills be paid, seconded by Mr. Barton for discussion. 

Mr. Barton expressed his worry that the dog is 

dangerous and he is voting against the motion. Mr.

Goerlach, yes; Mr. Prendergast, yes; Mr. Barton, no.
