The Board asked that the people who have expressed 
an interest in serving on the Docks Committee
attend and be appointed at the June 24, 2013 
Selectmen’s meeting.

Mr. Barton presented the Board with a Job

by the Board[#5].  Mr. Barton also presented the 
Board with copies of the Chief’s Performance 
Review.  Mr. Prendergast voiced concerns about 
discussing this in open session. This matter was 
tabled until a future meeting. Mr. Barton presented 
the Board with the Police Chief’s Micro-schedule 
including additions for the Police Department.

it be added to the Micro-schedule. Mr. Barton 
also asked the Board to consider adopting a 
policy to deal with the road district stipend. 
Mr. Goerlach stated that he feels it should 
remain.  Mr. Prendergast said that there is a 
lot of work in the being representative from 
the Board.  Mr. Barton suggested increasing 
the pay for the Selectmen.

Mr. Sieloff reported that Stacy Parsons has

Commission.  Mr. Sieloff went over several points 
that the Board agreed to put into the letter.

Mr. Sieloff reported what the Town has been

Goerlach does not feel that the Town is 
responsible for these additional bills from 
Culligan, since Culligan is doing repair work 
on a system that they installed.  Mr. Goerlach 
asked the Board if it would be ok to have a 
representative from Barnes & Kiley look into 
the problem.
