Mr. Belora stated that we need to do an assessment 


to find out what the needs are for the residents of 


the town.  Mr. Belora also said that if the Town 


wants to be a "Pilot Town" with Wiredwest there 


needs to be votes at 2 town meetings and then there 


would have to be a payment of $1,000 and then there 


is no recourse but to be involved.  Mr. Belora said 


that the WiredWest proposal is to bring fiber optics 


to all houses in town.

Mr. Goerlach asked if there was a way to use some of 


the money from the Animal Inspector's expenses to 


repair the truck.

WORK


Mr. Decelles would like to finish Olsen Road, 


Balance Rock Road, 2 sides of Bull Hill Road, 


($190,000) adding Churchill will bring it to 


$252,500); this is on hold until the residents 


speak to the issue.  The next 4 are North Main 


Street, Bridge Street, upper Billings, and Goodell 


Road.  Plus crack sealing and guardrails (about 


$18,000). Mr. Decelles will e-mail the cost for 


these items.  The Board asked that letters be 


sent to the homeowner and the Conservation 


Commission about the runoff on Prospect Street.  


Motion made by Mr. Szczepaniak to accept the road 


repair work as discussed, seconded by 


Mr. Prendergast. Unanimously voted.
