Motion made by Mr. Barton to approve the contract 
BRTA

with the BRTA for the Council on Aging Van, 

seconded by Mr. Prendergast. Unanimously voted.

Town Accountant, Bruce Durwin, asking for yearend 
YEAREND

transfers.  Mr. Durwin explained that the Finance 
TRANSFERS

Committee has approved the transfers under Chapter 

44, section 33B.  Motion made by Mr. Barton to 

approve the transfers as presented totaling 

$16,810.85, seconded by Mr. Prendergast. 

Unanimously voted.

Mr. Kellogg said that he will work with DEP to put 
LANDFILL

together a bid package and send it out regarding 

the landfill monitoring.

Mr. Kellogg reported that he tentatively ordered 

DEFIBRILLATORS
four public use defibrillators subject to the 

Board’s approval.  Mr. Kellogg stated that by 

ordering them before June 30, 2012 there was a 50% 

savings so the four will cost the town approximately 

$4,000. These will be placed as follows: 1 at the 

school, 1 at the Highway Department and 2 at Town 

Hall.  The school defibrillator will require a 

special cabinet, so the children will not have 

access to the machine.  Motion made by Mr. Barton 

to endorse Mr. Kellogg’s order of the 4 

defibrillators, seconded by Mr. Prendergast. 

Unanimously voted.

Mr. Kellogg reported that the Fire Chief is asking 
FIRE CHIEF

for a new vehicle to replace the one he is currently 
VEHICLE

driving which is falling apart.  Mr. Kellogg stated 

that Lenox has a used cruiser that they are about to 

trade in.  The trade-in value is $12,500. Mr. Kellogg 

said that he has a call into the Town Manager and 

Police Chief of Lenox to see if we can purchase the 

vehicle.  It will have to be approved at town meeting.  

The Board agreed that Mr. Kellogg should explore the 

matter further.

Mr. Barton stated that he met with a representative 
CHARTER

from Charter Cable and the town has approximately 15 
CABLE

months before renewing the contract with Charter.  
CONTRACT
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Mr. Barton would like to table a decision until 
CHARTER

December or January to give the committees time to 
CONT’D

review the availability of other sources.

Mr. Kellogg will revamp the list of Special 
SPECIAL

Municipal Employees and report to the Board at 
MUNICIPAL

a later meeting.
EMPLOYEES

Town Moderator, Robert Reilly asked for a 
RESCIND

revocation of the Board’s appointment to the 
APPOINTMENTS
Regional Vocational School District Planning 

Committee as the appointments are to be done by 

the Moderator.  Dr. Reilly also stated that McCann 

is in the process of redoing their by-laws and he 

feels we need someone to represent Lanesborough in 

the process.  The Board voted unanimously to rescind 

these appointments.

Mr. Barton stated that the Town’s Personnel Policy 
EMPLOYEE

call for annual review of town employees. Mr. Barton
REVIEWS

said that this year we will have to go over and 

update the job descriptions in order to do the 

reviews properly.

Mr. Barton stated that the idea of the Town Services 
TOWN

Committee is that each sub-committee put together a 
SERVICES

set of recommendations to be reviewed and he would 
COMMITTEE

like to schedule a meeting sometime in September or 

October to go over any recommendations made.

Selectmen's Items

Mr. Prendergast stated that he received a call 
GOODELL

complaining about the dust on Goodell Road.  
ROAD

Mr. Kellogg said that he would speak to 

Mr. Decelles about contacting Maxymillian to 

spray water to keep the dust down.

Mr. Goerlach said that someone called about the 
BEACH

way the rusty poles that were placed by the beach 
PARKING

to keep people from parking on the beach.  

Mr. Decelles stated that rocks can be put there 

in place of the poles.

Mr. Tinkham asked if it is possible to have the 
TRASH

trash barrel at the beach emptied more often, 
PICKUP

neighbors are complaining about the smell.
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Mr. Goerlach reported that Regina DiLego asked 
EARLY

that the Lanesborough Elementary School Committee 
CHILDHOOD

be included in the meetings of the early childhood 
STUDY

development committee meetings.  Mr. Barton said 

that he invited them to be involved in the July 

16, 2012 meeting to be held at 7:00 p.m.

Mr. Goerlach stated that the town electrical 
INSPECTION

inspector asked that the fees be increased.  
FEES

Mr. Barton said that he has started putting together 

data for all the inspection fees charged by the town 

and suggested a meeting of all inspectors about this 

and the fact that information is not being shared 

between the different inspectors.

Mr. Goerlach stated that the Tree Warden needs to 
TREE

make an assessment of the trees in town that should 
BIDS

be removed.  Mr. Kellogg stated that he is in the 

process of putting together an advertisement for bids.

Mr. Goerlach asked about the adventure park by-law 
SPECIAL

being put off.  Mr. Kellogg stated that the town has

not received a ruling from the Attorney General’s

Office regarding the objection filed in regard to 

the publication notice of the re-codification of the 

Zoning By-Laws and he stated that the Planning Board 

would like to have a special town meeting for the 

adventure park by-law and the Zoning By-laws re-

codification, if it is needed, at the same special 

town meeting.

Mr. Kellogg stated that there is a meeting scheduled

for the Carousel to discuss the town’s support of 

the Carousel remaining in Lanesborough.
Motion made by Mr. Prendergast to go into 
EXECUTIVE

executive session for the purpose of discussing

Collective Bargaining, Contract Negotiations with 

Non-Union Personnel & Pending Litigation and 

to reconvene to open session, seconded by Mr. Barton. 

Unanimously voted. Mr. Prendergast, yes; Mr. Barton,

yes; Mr. Goerlach, yes.
