The meeting was opened by Mr. Goerlach at 5:00 p.m.

Public Comment: No public comment was received.

Assistant Fire Chief Jeff DeChaine from the Lanesborough Volunteer Fire Association appeared before the Board and requested permission to sell beer and wine at the Fireman’s Association Block Dance on August 9, 2014 at Laston Memorial Park. [1] Motion 14-133 Motion made by 
Mr. Ericson to grant permission for the sale of beer and wine, seconded by Mr.  Sayers.  Unanimously voted.

The Town Administrator explained the proposed End of Year transfers as listed on the attached sheet, most of which are between related departments, would allow the Town Accountant to close the books for Fiscal Year 2014.  These transfers were approved by the Finance Committee last week. [2]  
Motion 14-134  Motion made by Mr. Sayers, to approve the End of Year budget Transfers, seconded by Mr. Ericson.  Unanimously voted.

The Town Administrator explained to the Board that only one bid was received for the new highway truck, it was from Delurey Sales and Service. In the Highway Superintendant’s memo, Bill Decelles recommends option 2, 3, and 4 as extended warranty options.  Motion to accept the proposal from Delurey Sales and Service as described in the memo from the Highway Superintendent. [3]   Motion 14-135 Motion made by Mr. Ericson, seconded by Mr. Sayers. Unanimously voted.

The Town Administrator explained that he had been waiting for confirmation from Town Counsel that the Board should appoint all Police Officers to either one or three year terms.  Mr. Ericson moved to accept the Police Department appointments as listed on the attached sheets.[4]  Motion 136 Motion made by Mr. Ericson, seconded by Mr. Sayers. Unanimously voted.

The Board also briefly discussed the proposed Highway Superintendant’s contract.  The Board generally agreed with the proposals made by the Highway Superintendant. [5] Motion made by Mr. Goerlach, seconded by Mr. Ericson to authorize the Town Administrator to draft the final contract document.  2-0 vote, Mr. Sayers Abstaining.

The Board agreed to cancel the planned meeting on July 28, 2014 and meet next Tuesday July 22, 2014. Motion made by Mr. Sayers to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Ericson.  Unanimously voted.
Meeting adjourned at 5:42 p.m.
