Narragansett Causeway appraiser agreement 

Mr. Sieloff informed the Board that the Town received one donation form from an abutter for an easement for the 

project.  Mr. Sieloff stated that he has been speaking with the appraisal company but will not have contracts until it is 

established which parcels need to be appraised.  Mr. Sieloff asked the Board if they wished to authorize him to 

execute these contracts once this has been established.  Motion 16-109.   Motion made by Henry Sayers to authorize 

the Town Manager to execute the proposed appraisal contract from O’Connor Real Estate Associates, Inc. for any 

necessary appraisals for the Narragansett causeway project, seconded by John Goerlach.  Motion carried 2-0.   

 

Mr. Goerlach stated that Mark Messana is going to contact him with his intentions.  Mr. Goerlach believes that Mr. 

Messana is going to ask the Town for a fence for his property.  Mr. Sieloff stated that if a fence would be less than the 

cost of an appraisal it would be better for the Town.   

 

Town Accountant position 

Mr. Sieloff updated the Board on the status of the position.  Mr. Sieloff asked the Board how they wished to proceed 

with the hiring process.  Motion 16-110.  Motion made by Henry Sayers to authorize the Town Manager to hire 

interim staff  to work in the Town Accountant’s office for the months of August and September, seconded by John 

Goerlach.  Motion carried 2-0.
