Town Administrator's Report

Mr. Boudreau received an e-mail from a citizen 
WIREDWEST

regarding our non-involvement with WiredWest, 

so Mr. Boudreau made copies of the reports he has 

received from Marc Belora.  Mr. Belora stated in 

his reports that he feels that this would not be 

necessary in Lanesborough.  Mr. Prendergast feels 

that Verizon can give better service but will not 

take the initiative to do so.  Mr. Barton feels 

that the town needs to find out how to get low cost 

cable and internet service to those in town that 

need it. Mr. Barton feels we need to be involved 

in anything that may bring coverage to this town.  

Mr. Boudreau said that the first thing that needs 

to be done is to create a municipal light company.

Mr. Boudreau asked if the Board would like to act 
LASTON 

on the request of Mark Froio to create a new 
PARK

committee to maintain Laston Park and programming 

the park outside what the Recreation Committee 

is doing.  They want a community park that can be 

used by the entire community.  Mr. Goerlach asked 

that Mr. Froio come in to meet with the Board.

Mr. Boudreau reported that the final document for 
BOARD OF

the Berkshire Municipal Board of Health has not

been prepared.  Mr. Boudreau said that not all the 

communities in Berkshire County have agreed to sign 

yet.

Mr. Boudreau reported that he spoke with Tree 
TREE

Warden, Bill Girard, he has found out about State

Stewardship program. 

Mr. Boudreau reported that the assessor’s position 
ASSESSORS

was originally advertised as a full time position.  

The reason the assessor works only 18 1/2 hours is 

because it is a condition of her retirement.
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Mr. Boudreau reported that he and Mr. Barton have

Attorney Cianflone 

stated that Mr. Rakeshkumar Vyas is a responsible 

business owner and is looking to expand his business.  

Peter Gallant stated that Mr. Conuel has a package 

store within 300 feet of the applicant’s store.  

Mr. Gallant feels that it would saturate the area

business.  Michael Gomes, Lanesborough Supermarket, 

he feels that although he is pro-business, but this 

is also controlled by the ABCC.  Mr. Gomes said that

 he followed the BRTA route for Lanesborough. 

Attorney Timothy Sullivan, addressed the ABCC's 

statute regarding the need to prove there is a need.  

Attorney Cianflone stated that in all of the 

discussion he has not heard anything against Mr. Vyas 

as a businessman only that there would be too much 

competition. Attorney Cianflone does not believe that 

competition is a reason to deny a license.  Mr. Gallant 

said that is it not about competition as he does not 

feel it anything to do with it. Mr. Gomes also stated 

that he also said that he did not say anything about 

competition he only addressed the public need.  

Mr. Goerlach asked how much room would be allowed 

for the product. Mr. Vyas stated that he would only 

have 1 cooler. Mr. Goerlach also asked how there 

would be control over who left the premises with 

beer or wine.  Mr. Prendergast feels that there will 

not be any revenue increase from this. Mr. Prendergast 

also feels that there is too much congestion in that 

area of Town and he does not see the need.  Motion 

made by Mr. Prendergast to deny the request for a 

Beer and Wine License, seconded by Mr. Barton. Unanimously

Mr. Barton asked if there was an actual conflict of

no one will be able to dispute his serving on the 

Vocational Education Committee.

Mr. Barton would like put together an article to

appointed for the next special.  Mr. Boudreau said 

that that type of article has to be acted on at an 

annual town meeting and the goes to the annual 

town election.

Mr. Goerlach said that the Board had received the

inspection reports for the roofs in regard to having

the solar panels installed and shows the roofs that 
ROOF

need repair first.  Mr. Boudreau said that the 
INSPECTION

repairs are minor.  The Board can approve the 

expenditures at their next meeting.  Mr. Boudreau 

said that we still do not have a schedule for the 

installation of the panels.  The Board approved the 

repairs to the roofs and get quotes to repair the 

chimney.  

Mr. Prendergast asked about the Putnam Road Bridge.

Mr. Boudreau said he and Mr. Decelles had a meeting 
ROAD

with MEMA and FEMA, they have to do the environmental 
BRIDGE

study and are looking at this year to begin the project.  

Mr. Boudreau said that it will be a 3-year contract and 

they did speak about Miner Road being closed during that 

bridge repair, both roads cannot be closed at the same 

time.

The concert at Laston Field will have to be covered by 

the Town. Mr. Boudreau will find out if there is 

coverage.

Mr. Prendergast said that there have been complaints

about the beaver problem in town brook.  Mr. Boudreau 

said that Mr. Decelles is working on the problem.

Mr. Prendergast said that Peter Gallant asked that

Mr. Goerlach said that the Town was given a hardhat 
BAKER HILL

and vest and he understands that the Baker Hill Road

Mr. Goerlach mentioned he was working on Putnam
