Mr. Gallant stated that he is not against

presented the Board with a letter out-lining 
LETTER

his concerns about the Town’s adherence to the 
Open Meeting Law[#5]. Mr. Gallant feels that 
there was a violation of the Open Meeting Law 
at the Planning Board’s August 5, 2013 meeting 
because Mr. Friend said that they were going 
into Executive Session but did not and also that 
one of the members of the Planning Board might 
benefit from the decision of the Board.  
Mr. Goerlach said that Mr. DeChaine is not privy 
to his company’s management decisions.

by Mr. Goerlach[#6].Unanimously voted. 

Mr. Sieloff asked to hold over the Amended 
CHAPTER 90

motion regarding Chapter 90 projects.

Mr. Sieloff said that he has updated the forms 
THE OPEN
for the projects.  He has renamed one form “The 
PROJECTS
Open Projects List”[#7].  Mr. Sieloff would like 
LIST
to go over this list quarterly.  The list will 
be on the Agenda for the first meeting in October.

Mr. Sieloff also presented the Board with the

He stated that the Mall, while wanting 
to be cooperative would not formally offer the 
Mall as a shelter.  The Board asked about the 
Town’s Emergency Management Plan and agreed to 
invite the Town’s Emergency Management Director 
to the Board’s first meeting in September.

Mr. Sieloff explained that he would like to

have a sign for Town Hall as well as the 
& LIBRARY

Library. He asked the Board for guidance as 
SIGN

to style.  The Board favored a more traditional 
wooden sign.

setting up a Stretch Code meeting so that the 
COMMUNITY

Town can qualify as a “Green Community”.
STATUS
Mr. Ericson said that he would also like to

report regarding the street light study that 
SURVEY

has been done.  Mr. Sieloff suggested the 2 
meetings in September.

Mr. Goerlach asked about responses to Bill 
DOCKS

Gero’s e-mails.
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Mr. Goerlach asked if the rubbish containers 
RUBBISH

have been being emptied on the causeways and 
REMOVAL

the recreation fields.  

Mr. Goerlach asked that Mr. Sieloff check into 
GAS

the Highway Department rubbish bills and the gas
BILLS

bills for the Police Department.

Mr. Goerlach asked about the forestry truck 
FORESTRY

for the Fire Department.  The Board authorized 
TRUCK

Mr. Sieloff to approve the Fire Department 
forestry truck selection since the options are 
from a municipal procurement contract.
Mr. Goerlach asked if Mr. Sieloff is going to 
ATTORNEY

forward Mr. Gallant’s letter to Town Counsel.  
GENERAL

Mr. Sieloff said that he would like to review it 
LETTER

first but will review it with Town Counsel.
