by Mr. Barton to approve the contract with Kelly 

Baumert for FY13, seconded by Mr. Prendergast. 

Unanimously voted.

Mr. Kellogg presented the Board with the contract

for the new Town Administrator.  Motion made by 
ADMINISTRATOR
Mr. Barton to appoint Paul Sieloff as the new Town 
CONTRACT

Administrator for three years beginning October 29, 

2012 and accept the contract as written, seconded 

by Mr. Prendergast. Unanimously voted.

Mr. Barton suggested tabling the managing of the 
WEB SITE

Town Web Site and look at it before the new Town 

Administrator starts.

Mr. Barton presented the Board with a proposal to

Mr. Barton presented the Board with a chart for

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Town Administrator's report

Mr. Kellogg reported that the tasers are in and 
POLICE

the Police Chief is scheduling training.  The new 
DEPARTMENT

cruiser is in and will be in service next week.  

Mr. Kellogg explained that this is the one that is 

purchased with the Baker Hill Road District.

Mr. Kellogg said that Stantec has already started 
WELL

testing at the closed landfill.  Mr. Kellogg said 
TESTING

that he has spoken to DEP and they are continuing 

to work on finding out where the contamination is 

coming from.

Mr. Barton said that the Board is going to review

from the taxpayers of town.

Mr. Prendergast asked the status of Putnam Road.  
PUTNAM

Mr. Kellogg said that it is going through the

Mr. Prendergast said that the Miner Road bridge 
MINER

will be done soon. Mr. Kellogg said that it will 
ROAD

be done by winter and just some cleanup in the 
BRIDGE

Spring.

the topsoil work done on Churchill Street.
STREET

Mr. Barton said that at the intersection of 
BULL HILL

Narragansett and Bull Hill Road there are 
ROAD

bushes that are too overgrown to make visibility 

bad.

Motion made by Mr. Prendergast to go into

executive session for the purpose of discussing

contract negotiations with non-union personnel and 

pending litigation and to reconvene to open session, 

seconded by Mr. Barton. Unanimously voted.
