The meeting was opened by Mr. Goerlach at 5:00 p.m.

Public Comment: William Gero asked if notification 
DOCKS

of the moratorium on docks in right of ways was made 
to DEP.  Mr. Gero is also concerned about piles of 
dirt on the corner of Sunrise and Bull Hill Road 
where children wait for the bus and he asked that 
the Water District remove them.

Sandy Totter from the Northern Berkshire Solid 
BULKY

Waste District spoke regarding the Bulky Waste 
WASTE

Collection scheduled for Saturday, September 21, 
COLLECTION

2013 from Noon to 3 p.m. at the Highway Garage on 
Maple Court. Ms. Totter presented the Board with 
a copy of the flyer to be distributed to students 
at the Lanesborough Elementary School[#1]. She also 
asked permission to place a sign on the lawn at Town 
Hall announcing the date and time[#2]. The Board said 
that she could also put one on the lawn in front of 
the Elementary School.  Mr. Ericson asked for a 
sign announcing the recycling of light bulbs at 
the Highway Garage.

Dennis Condron spoke regarding property he owns on 
CONDRON

Ore Bed Road which he feels suggested may be 
compromised because a neighboring property is being 
monitored by the Department of Environmental 
Protection. Mr. Condron is asking for relief on his 
real estate taxes.  Mr. Sieloff stated that the 
Town was told that they have no clinical proof that 
there is a problem.  Mr. Sieloff said that he could 
install a test well. Mr. Goerlach said that DEP 
cannot find out where the contamination is coming 
from and he also stated that Mr. Condron would have 
to make a formal request with the Assessors’ Office.  
Mr. Goerlach also asked Mr. Condron to send a letter 
to the Town stating how much he would sell the land 
to the Town.  Mr. Sieloff suggested also that Mr. 
Condron speak with Ed Fahey of the Health Department.
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Prudy Barton requesting to be appointed to the 
CULTURAL

Northern Berkshire Cultural Council, explained 
CONCIL

what the Council does, she stated that they have 
grants and give money to the schools to bring 
programs to the school and she has worked with them 
on programs at the Lanesborough Elementary School[#3].  
Mr. Goerlach asked if she could give 3 years of her 
time and she stated that she is now retired and has 
plenty of time.

Stephanie Abrams also requesting to be appointed 
CULTURAL

to the Northern Berkshire Cultural Council, 
COUNCIL

explained that most towns have 2 representatives[#4].  
Mr. Goerlach asked if she could 3 years of her time 
and she stated that she has purposely not scheduled 
any traveling for this fall and winter until she 
knows about this appointment.  The Board reserved 
their decision.

appoint Gregory Wolf to the Public Works Study 
WORKS

Committee for the remainder of a 1-year term[#5], 
COMMITTEE

seconded by Mr. Goerlach. Unanimously voted.  
Mr. Sieloff explained that the Tree Committee 
TREE &

has asked to put inserts in the tax bills that 
FOREST

are mailed.  Mr. Sieloff also explained that he 
FLYER

had determined that there was no procedure in place 
to have these requests handled[#6].  Motion 13-147 
Motion made by Mr. Ericson to give permission to 
the Tree and Forestry Committee to place an insert 
in the October 1, 2013 Real Estate Tax Bill mailing, 
seconded by Mr. Goerlach. Unanimously voted.

Motion 13-148  Motion made by Mr. Ericson to award 
PAVING

the paving of town roads to L B Corp in the amount 
AWARD

of $268,560[#7], seconded by Mr. Goerlach. Unanimously 
voted.

Mr. Ericson as a member of the Energy Committee 
ENERGY

explained that the street light survey was done by 
COMMITTEE

the Town to find out why the bill is so expensive 
and they wanted to find if there was any way to 
save money[#8].  Gorden Zaks, also a member of the 
Energy Committee, suggested that the Town post the 
report and the Energy Committee will be available 
to answer questions. Mr. Zaks explained what the 
report contains.  Mr. Goerlach suggested postponing 
the public meeting to either in October or possibly 
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the Annual Town Meeting.  Mr. Goerlach wants the 
ENERGY
lists sent to the residents that will be impacted 
CONT’D
before having another meeting.  Mr. Sieloff 
suggested posting it on the website and mailing.

Mr. Sieloff presented the board with a copy of an 
SCHOOL

e-mail regarding the school lunch program at the 
LUNCH

school[#9].  They are going to have quarterly meetings 
PROGRAM

to go over the program costs. Mr. Goerlach asked 
why health insurance costs, salaries and gas be 
included in the cost.  The money for food.

Mr. Sieloff presented the Board with a CAI Contract 
ASSESSORS

for the Assessors Office[#10], which they signed.
Mr. Sieloff explained why the meetings were changed 
MEETING
on the schedule of Selectmen’s Meetings.
SCHEDULE
Mr. Sieloff presented the Board with letters to 
WIREDWEST

members of the Massachusetts Legislature[#11] to 
promote the funding for WiredWest, which the 
Board signed.

Mr. Sieloff presented the Board with the 
FIRE TRUCK

Lanesborough Fire Department truck bid[#12]. 
BID

Mr. Goerlach wants to be on record that he feels 
the truck that the Town owns is worth more than 
the $300 trade-in that is being allowed.  
Mr. Goerlach wants to make sure that future bid 
requests mention “with or without trade-in”. The 
Board asked to table the matter to the next 
Selectmen’s meeting.
Motion 13-149   Motion made by Mr. Ericson To 
EXECUTIVE

enter into Executive Session pursuant to M.G.L. 
SESSION

30A, Section 21(a)(3) to discuss strategy with
respect to litigation if an open meeting may 
have a detrimental effect on the litigating 
position of the public body and the chairs so 
declares, seconded by Mr. Goerlach. Mr. Ericson, 
yes; Mr. Goerlach, yes.
Motion made by Mr. Ericson to adjourn, seconded 
MEETING

by Mr. Goerlach.  Unanimously voted.  Meeting 
ADJOURNED

adjourned at 6:51 p.m.
