Town Administrator's report

Mr. Kellogg reported that there is a report from Stantec in the mail regarding the landfill monitoring results.

Mr. Kellogg said that Bill Decelles put together a list of which parking lots will be paved.  The original list included the Library, Police Department, Highway Department.  Mr. Goerlach would like to do a reclamation on the Highway Department parking lot.  The Board would like to meet with Mr. Decelles before deciding.

Mr. Kellogg reported that he has asked Mr. Tristany for paper work received approving his request for a dock.  Mr. Prendergast asked if Ms. Carron has presented the town with any proof either.  The Board asked Mr. Kellogg to call Mr. Tristany to get the permit he received.  Mr. Kellogg told him to get the dock out of the area for the winter.

Selectmen's Items

Mr. Prendergast received a call from Joe Curro who stated that he is glad that Miner Road is getting done quickly but he is concerned that the Road is going to be too high and there will be too much runoff on to his property.
