of 11 p.m. and 7 a.m.  All illegally parked vehicles 

will be towed away at the owner's expense.  This 

ordinance is effective immediately and remains in 

effect until April 30.

Lanesborough residents are also reminded that there 
WINTER

is a Town By-Law, which prohibits the piling, 
PLOWING

pushing, plowing or otherwise moving of snow or ice 
BANS

onto a public way so as to impede or obstruct the 

flow of traffic on such way.  Violators shall face 

a fine 

of not more than $300.
Mr. Kellogg explained that the town has missed
