Wes George explained that 

because of increased usage this will increase storage 

of propane to 3500 pounds.  Chief Durfee stated that 

the installation meets all the criteria that is needed 

for safety. Motion made by Mr. Barton to grant the 

license to store flammables, combustibles or 

explosives on land in buildings or structures on 

property located at 125 North Main Street, 

Lanesborough, MA, seconded by Mr. Prendergast.
