Paul Sieloff will get this advertised on the Public
Access TV, Town Website and the Fire Department sign.

BOS reviewed a new permit from the Annual Steel Rail Half Marathon using a			PERMIT
new form where people have to fill out the front and back of the form, and the
various important department heads have to comment that they acknowledged
that this event is coming and if they have any conditions for the permit.  
The Police Department does have one condition, that there is a detail officer present. 
This event is May 18, 2014 and will be starting at 9:30 a.m. and have a 3 hour race
time limit.  They will be working with the Massachusetts DCR to get a permit to use
the Ashuwillticook Rail Trail, as well as with the Berkshire Mall, and the Town of 
Adams  for the finish area. [#1]  Motion 13-196 Motion made by Mr. Ericson to accept 
the proposed date of May 18, 2014 and grant the permit for the Steel Rail Half 
Marathon and utilizing the Berkshire Mall area as well.  Seconded by Mr. Sayers. 
Unanimously voted.

Chief’s former vehicle and that three people had responded.  The highest bid of $476.52 was
received from County Auto Wrecking. [#2]  Motion 13-197 Motion made by Mr. Ericson
to accept the bid from County Auto Wrecking for the 2002 former Fire Chief’s Ford
Explorer vehicle.  Seconded by Mr. Sayers.  Unanimously voted.

Mr. Goerlach will recommend that they contact 
the other two  Selectmen with their concern.  Mr. Goerlach stated that he would like the 
cover letter highlighted  or put in bold and that residents observe any light locations near 
where they live and verify if they could do without these lights.  Mr. Sayers noted that 
there are many streetlights at dead end streets that should be looked at.  Mr. Ericson 
asked Mr. Sayers for a list and Mr. Ericson will  look at them.  Mr. Sieloff stated that this 
would be a vote of the BOS to decide on what  streetlights will be removed.  

Mr. Goerlach mentioned that he is fine with moving both the speed limit signs on Route 7	SPEED LIMIT
north as discussed at the last meeting.
